Fulbright candidates often apply from disciplines in the Social Sciences and Humanities and
each field of study must have an extensive American Studies component. The grantees
return to China and incorporate what they have learned in America into their Chinese
classrooms.

For example, American History, American Government and
Politics, U.S. Foreign Policy, American Literature, American Music, Philosophy, Education,
Public Administration/Public Policy, Social Work, Public Health, Art History, Sociology and
Culture, Theater, Urban Planning, Journalism, Law, Environmental Studies, Information
Science, etc.

It's critical to note that applicants must demonstrate that they have a need to do research on
the American system and be able to articulate ways they can return and incorporate this into

their Chinese classroom setting. Applicants must also be able to articulate how this proposed
research contributes to mutual understanding.

It’s critical to note that not all research in Social Science and Humanities is appropriate for a
Fulbright grant, as the research must meet an American Studies requirement. In some
fields, such as American Literature or American History, almost all research areas will by
definition meet the American Studies requirement. But in other fields, such as linguistics,
economics, philosophy, information science, etc., only research within these fields that is
clearly related to deepening understanding of the United States will qualify. General
theoretical studies or investigations of subject matter in these fields that are not specifically
related to the United States will not be viewed favorably by the selection panels.
